SCIENCE CAREER CARDS

Purpose

To spark discussion and reflection among participants about the wide variety of science
careers and the diverse men and women working in science today by using a picture card
matching game.

Materials (per group of participants)
1 set of science career cards and science career name labels (16 each).

Procedure

Place the science career cards image-side up on a tabletop. Ask participants to match each
image of a scientist with the appropriate science career name label. If participants are unsure
about certain image cards, they may turn them over and read the information on the back of
the card.
